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The CADRI Partnership engagement at the Global Platform 
for Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) from 13 to 17 May 2019 
in Geneva consisted in bilateral meetings with delegations of 
countries and partner organizations, a side event on national 
and local DRR strategies and an IGNITE stage presentation 
of innovation in DRR capacity development.  
 
CADRI Partners met with 17 country delegations. Out of 
these, ten countries where the CADRI Partnership has not 
yet been engaged benefitted from a briefing on the new offer 
of services and on the request procedure to access these 
services. Nine resource partners and international organiza-
tions were also met during the Global Platform with the aim 
to explore ways to strengthen or extend the collaboration 

beyond the current constituency of the CADRI Partnership.  
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Developing National DRR Strategies was attended by over 
100 participants. Ms Sandra Nedeljkovic, the representative 
of the Government of Serbia explained how the priorities 
and targets of the Serbian National DRM Programme were 
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between the central and local levels. Mr Vano Grigolashvili, a 
representative from a Georgian NGO provided insights into 
the lessons Georgia learned from involving CSOs and NGOs 
in the implementation of DRR strategies to ensure their full 
buy-in and understanding of their roles in DRR.
